Entries:  Open to all equine four years and over (five years and older - Fryeburg 50).  Juniors are not allowed to ride stallions.

Entry Fees:  Fryeburg 25 (7/28) - $75; Fryeburg 50 (7/28 & 7/29) - $125.  Entries will be limited.  All entries received after the ride fills will be put on a waiting list and notified as soon as possible of a vacancy.  Through July 21, 2006, entry fee will be refunded minus $5.00 processing fee.  After July 21st  entry fee will be refunded (minus $5.00) if entry can be filled from waiting list.  Cancellations should be accompanied by a Veterinarian’s certificate.  Coggins and proof of rabies shot must be submitted.

Age & Divisions:  There will be three adult divisions and a junior division.  Junior riders must be 17 years and under as of 1/1/06.
Scoring:  Horses to be judged 100% on condition.

Trails & Time:  The ride will cover approximately 25 (and 50) miles of dirt roads, woods trails and fields.  The terrain is not terribly hilly and the fields are flat.  We may cross the Saco River twice.  The time allowed will be approximately 4:10 to 4:40.  The exact mileage and time allowed will be announced at the pre-ride briefing.  The starting order will be prearranged so let me know if you want to ride with someone.

Pre-Ride:  Riders must call for their ride packet upon arrival.  Exams will begin at 1 pm on Friday, 7/28/06.  Pre-vetting will be done on a first come, first served basis.  Prior arrangements MUST be made for late vetting (after 6 pm 7/28).  There will be no vetting on Saturday morning.

Rules:  Ride will be run according to ECTRA rules and guidelines.  All riders must wear ASTM approved helmets.  Random drug testing may be done on this ride.

Shoeing:  A farrier may not be available or on call basis only, so come prepared.  Any work will be done at the rider’s expense. 

Food:  Entry fee for the 25 mile ride will include:  Continental breakfast, and hot meal on Saturday; for the 50 mile ride entry fee includes:  Continental breakfast and hot meal on Saturday and Sunday.  Extra meal tickets will be available in advance or if preferred, there are restaurants in nearby downtown Fryeburg village.  A hot meal will be available Friday night for an extra charge.  Order on your entry form.  All hot meals will be prepared by Big Rich!  *You must order your food in advance.  There will not be any extra meals for sale when you check in.  Please let me know in advance if you need vegetarian meals.

Camping & Stabling:  Camping on the fairgrounds is permitted.  There is a $17.00 charge for hookups. All horses must be stabled.  The stalls are spacious with double dutch doors opening to an outside covered aisleway.  Dogs must be restrained on a leash at all times.

In consideration for permission to enter and participate in the Fryeburg 25/50 Ride, I do hereby for myself, my heirs and assigns, release and hold harmless ride management, ride personnel, all property owners over whose land the ride crosses, ECTRA and if applicable, AERC, their agents, officers, servants, employees and officials, from all claims, demands, actions and causes of action of any kind, for injury or death sustained by me or my horse, and damage to my property, incurred during this ride, arising from negligence or any other fault.  “Ride” includes from the time I and my horse arrive at base camp until the time that we leave the premises, as well as the actual event.  “Horse” means the animal(s) I am riding, driving or have entered.

I understand that horseback riding is an inherently dangerous activity and am aware that 1.) the ride involves being in areas for extended periods of time far from communications, transportation, medical and veterinary assistance; 2.) that these areas have many natural and man-made hazards, which ride management cannot anticipate, modify or eliminate; 3.) that both my own horse and those of the other contestants can be excitable, difficult to control and unpredictable, and can panic, bite, rear, kick, strike, stumble or fall; 4.) that as a result of participating in the ride, I or my horse may be injured, die or my property damaged.

I agree to take full responsibility for myself and my horse; I recognize that the ride is a strenuous activity and I represent that I and my horse are in adequate physical and mental condition to participate.  I recognize that my participation in the ride is voluntary.  I consent to a drug test to be performed on my horse.
